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NATIONAL SECURITY SYSTEM OF THE REPUBLIC OF CHINA

Abstract

The national security system in the Republic of China is in large scale determi-
ned by the specifics ofthe organization ofthe Chinese state, which is based on the histo-
rical development, and, also, from the need to build a new national security system,
which will be infunction to respond, respectively, to deal with the potential security
threats toward the country. Analogically, the question is raised “Whether the existing
national security system is a rational assumptionfor achieving the goals ofthe national
security policy?”, as well as the question “Whether China has adequate capacitiesfor
dealing with the security challenges?”; these issues are broadly set in the security
agenda of the People 5 Republic of China and the necessary significance is constantly
given in order to multiply the effortsfor ensuring the peace and security ofthe country.

Introductory Remarks

People’s Republic of China (PRC) comprises the greatest part of the cultural,
historical and geographical area known under the name of China and it is one of the
most remarkable countries, which characterized the beginning of the 214 century. The
significant economic progress, the growth of the real GDP, which in 2010 was unbelief-
vable 10.4%, in 2015 amounts to 6.8% (International Monetary Fund, 2017) and in
2016 it is projected to be 6.6%, provoked in parallel both admiration and intimidation
for the rest of the world, especially the big countries. China, along with India are the
countries with the fastest economic development in the world measured by the annual
GDP growth rates, which for China this year amounts over 1 billion dollars, with an an-
nual GDP per capita of 15.400 dollars. (Central Intelligence Agency, 2015)

The People’s Republic of China is a country, which spreads on the larger east-
ern part of the Asian continent. East out to the Pacific Ocean (Yellow Sea, East China
Sea and South China Sea) and borders with fourteen countries at land, which are: Viet-
nam, Laos, Nepal, Butane, Burma, Pakistan, Afghanistan, Tajikistan, India, Kazakhstan,
Kirgizstan, Russia, Mongolia and North Korea. Besides that, by sea it also borders with
South Korea, the Philippines and Japan. From a security aspect, the most significant
borders were, and still are, the borders of China with Russia, with Mongolia and Japan.

The land of PR of China spreads on approximately 9.6 million km2 (9.596,
960), and it is the third country in the world by its territory, right after Russia and Cana-

da. (Central Intelligence Agency, 2015) According to the number of the population,
China is by far the most populated country in the world, with population that is approxi-
mately around 1,370.536,875 inhabitants. From the total amount of inhabitants, 17.1%
are on the age up to 14 years, and 72.49% are between 15-64 years of age, while
10.35% are over 65 years old. Besides that, the administered population policy (each fa-
mily must not have more than one child which was in force until October 2015) the
great absolute number of population, along with the relative dense of population of 135
inhabitants on a km2makes their population to have a great potential on one hand, but
on the other hand, it is a potential threat for the internal security (especially because of
the possible problems with subsisting the population and the supply for normal living con-
ditions). The capital of this enormous country is Beijing with over 12 million people.

Regarding the ethnical structure of the population, China is one of the most
ethnically homogeneous countries. Even 91.6% from the population are Chinese and the
most dominant is the ethnic group Han, and the rest of the 8% of the population are
Mongols, Tibetans, Koreans, Uighur etc. The official language is the standard Chinese
(Mandarin). When it comes to religion, China stands for an atheist country (according to
the official statistics, even 42% of the population is irreligious- atheist), a fact that is ex-
plained with the recidivism from the socialist social- economic system which suppres-
sed the religious ideologies and consequently to that, the religious feelings and affiliati-
ons of people. Recently, with the democratization and with China’s opening toward the
world, it comes to revival of the religious purport, to that a growing number of Chinese
returns to ancient religions such as Confucianism, Taoism and Buddhism, and a negligi-
ble number of believers in the Islam and Christianity. Only 2% of the population of the
PR of China is illiterate, a fact speaking that the country disposes with a vast potential
of working potential, as a factor for general development. (Szczepanski, 2015)

The People’s Republic of China is a socialist republic, led by a single party, the
Communist party of China. The power in the Republic is divided between the National
People’s Congress, the President and the State Council. The Congress is a legislative
body, and its members are appointed by the Communist party of the PRC. The State
Council, led by the Prime Minister is the administrative branch. Beside the National
people’s congress, in China the Chinese People’s Consultative Committee also exists,
which is a parliamentary advisory body. The Supreme People’s Court and the Supreme
People’s Attorney are the highest legal bodies of China. The People’s Liberation Army
also owns a significant political power. (Szczepanski, 2015)

From a security point of view, for China the administrative territorial division
of the country in five autonomous districts (including Tibet among them), 23 autonomo-
us provinces (the 23rd is Taiwan)l two special administrative regions and four munici-
pal regions is significantly important, each of these administrative- territorial units with
a greater or a lesser level of autonomy are in function of decentralizing the authority in-
stead of federalism. By all the economic, cultural and social parameters China becomes
a world super power, and that is demonstrated by its significance in a security and mili-

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tary notion, as well as in the race for conquering space. (Wikipedia, China, 2015) In the
past several years, the PR of China has a two digit increase of the defence budget, more
exact, in 2015 it amounts around 140 billion American dollars (BBC News, 2015).

1. Components of the national security system

China belongs to the rare countries in the world, which have several millenni-
ums of continuity in statehood and along with that organizing and practicing security, as
well. The specifics of these activities in the case with China lies within the deep estab-
lishment of security and security culture in Chinese philosophy, religion, ethics and the
Chinese way of life in general. (CyH Lly, 1996)

Today, the security system of PR of China is a symbiosis of tradition and the
real need for building an efficient security system, which will be in the function of the
country’s needs. The central role of the contemporary is allocated to the armed forces of
the PR of China, which are composed of the People’s Liberation Army (active and re-
serve structure), the armed police forces of the Chinese people and the militia. (Keating,
2009) The Central Military Commission of the PR of China leads and guides the com-
mand of the national armed forces. The Ministry of national defence with the State
council manages and administers the national defence affairs.

The People’s Liberation Army of the PRC is a contemporary of the creation of
the socialist Chinese state in the time of Mao Zedong and as such, of course with certain
organizational and functional changes, exists from its establishment up until today. The
Army in a competence notion comes under the Ministry of defence of the People’s Re-
public of China. (KotosueBcku, 2002) The active components of the People’s Libera-
tion Army are the permanent forces of the nation, which are in charge of undertaking
tasks for military defence operations, and if is necessary assist in maintaining the social
order, in accordance with the legal regulations.

The People’s Liberation Army of China was established in Nanchang, Jiangxi
Province on August 1¢ 1927. The Army counts around 2. 11 million members in 2014.
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The reserve forces amount 3. 25 million members. The defence budget for 2015 amounts
886. 9 billion Yuan, which is 141. 45 billion American dollars and it is 10% higher that
the defence budget from the previous year. The Chinese army has seven military com-
mands, and the President of the Central Military Commission is the President of the
country. The average monthly income of the members of the armed forces of the PRC is
5373. 14 Yuan, around 826 American dollars. (Weitz, 2013) The increase of the budget
of the Army of PRC surpasses the impressive GDP growth and since 2002 to 2012 the
budget of the People’s Liberation Army of China had increased for 175%. (Dittmer and
Yu, 2015)

The Headquarters/departments system is composed of the General Staff (De-
partment of the General staff), General Political Department, General armament depart-
ment and General logistics department, which are under the leadership of the Central
Military Commission. The Central Military Commission, through these four main head-
quarters/departments conducts and commands with all the areas of military command
and services. It should be emphasized that with this setup, the Ministry of defence sole-
ly has a routine role.2

The Headquarter is the main body in charge of execution of the overall military
affairs of the armed forces of the nation. It organizes and manages the military construc-
tion of the national armed forces and organizes and commands their military operations.
Within its framework, there are departments responsible for operations, intelligence,
training, administration and forces structure, mobilization, etc. while the General Politi-
cal department is the leading organ in the overall pro-politics affairs of the national ar-
med forces. It administers the work of the party in the armed forces and organizes their
political activity. (Johnson, 2012) Several departments function under its jurisdiction in
charge of party affairs, personnel, publicity, security, etc. Unlike the previous depart-
ments noted, the General logistics staff organizes and manages the logistics construction
of the armed forces, as well as the logistical support. Under its jurisdiction are the de-
partments in charge of financial matters, supply service, health administration, military
transportation, material and fuel, capital constructions and barracks, revision, etc., and
the General armament department organizes and manages the arms affairs and equip-
ment for the armed forces. Under its jurisdiction are the departments in charge for plan-
ning, Navy armament, army aviation, and takes care of the strategic equipment, then

2The Ministry of National Defense of the PRC is a ministry which according to the Constitution
is under the leadership ofthe State Council. The Ministry of Defense is designated in accordance
with the decision brought on the First session of the First National People’s Congress in 1954.
Unlike the practices in other countries, the Ministry of Defense has no command authority over
the People’s Liberation Army, which is subordinated to the Central Military Commission. The
Ministry of Defense has some kind of a qualification as a liaison body between the Central Milita-
ry Commission and the PLA when a contact for exchange and cooperation with foreign armies is
actualized. The official responsibilities consist of implementing unified administration for devel-
opment of the armed forces in the country such as: recruitment, organization, training, scientific
military research for the Army and ranking rewards for the officers and servicemen. Still, in real-
ity these responsibilities are implemented by the Headquarters of the PLA, which are under the
control ofthe Central Military Commission.
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there is a department for research in military equipment, development and purchase,
main equipment support, electronics and information infrastructure, gear and technolo-
gical cooperation, etc.

The Army’s command areas in the People’s Liberation army are military orga-
nizations subordinated by the state administrative divisions, geographic locations, stra-
tegic and operative orientations and operational tasks. In every command of a military
area there are numerous Army combined divisions, units with various arms, logistical
support units, as well as provincial garrison commands. Their main functions include
organizing and coordination of the joint operations and drill on continental, naval and
aerial forces in every military zone; achieving direct leadership over party affairs, com-
bat training, administration, political activity, logistical support and armament of the
Army’s units under their jurisdiction; managing with the militia; military service, mobi-
lization, civil air defence and building and construction of the military areas. In this mo-
ment, the People’s Liberation Army has seven military command areas - Shenyang,
Beijing, Lanzhou, Jinan, Nanjing, Guangzhou and Chengdu.

The Militia is a component of the state’s armed forces. The militiamen are un-
der the command of the military organs and conduct operations to support combat readi-
ness and defence operations, and they assist in maintaining the social order, as well. The
Headquarter is in charge of the work of the militia and it is under its jurisdiction. Every
provincial command implements leadership and command over the militia of its region.
(Ministry of National Defence in the PRC, 2015)

A component of the armed forces of China and subordinate to the State Coun-
cil, is also the People 5 Armed Police of China, which is under the dual leadership by
the State Council and the Central Military Commission (Central Military Commission,
2015). People’s police consists of forces for internal security and other police forces for
public border security, fire prevention forces and security forces. People’s police are in
charge of keeping the national security, maintaining social stability and ensuring that
the people will live and work in peace and contentment. Routine guard duties refer to
the tasks, which the People’s police perform in order to keep internal stability and are
mainly conducted by the internal security forces. Their main activities include: protecti-
on from all kinds of assault attempts and sabotage, protection of the persons and objects
of interest, providing security on significant national and international conferences and
mass cultural and sport events, protection of important airports, radio stations, key and
confidential units, vital places from the economic and national defence sectors, protecti-
on of important bridges and tunnels, ensuring safety in prisons and detention facilities,
maintaining public order in big and middle sized cities and specific areas. The routine
protection tasks are divided on regular and occasional missions. (The Chinese Universi-
ty of Hong Kong, 2011) Most commonly the regular missions are assigned by the Min-
istry of Public Safety, and the temporary ones are assigned by the Local party commit-
tees, governments or public security bodies. Daily, more than 260.000 members of the
People’s armed police are on duty. In the recent years, the Police of PR of China takes
efforts to make a regulation and to strictly manage the execution of its duties, as well as
to improve it through science and technology, including improving of the capacities,
which are connected in accomplishment of the activities and the reduction of the haz-
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ards at work. Annually, the police inhibit dozens of servicemen assault attempts, pre-
vents hundreds of escape attempts by detainees and imprisoned convicts, organizes
thousands of important temporary tasks and ensures security on important international
and national conferences and mass events in cooperation with the competent govern-
ment departments. (ChinaOrg.cn, China Factfile, 2012) Also, people’s police are the
main pillar and a shock force for dealing with public situations for which an immediate
reaction is needed. These missions to the Police are assigned by the Central Committee
of the Communist party of China, or the local Committees, public security government
bodies and these missions are conducted under the unified direction of the above men-
tioned authorities. People’s police makes plans and preparations for coping with public
crisis situations with the establishment of command centres at all levels, improvement
of the information systems, allocation of the resources based on a scientific principle,
enabling communications, supplies and transport in a safe manner. After the orders for
the mission are obtained, the People’s Police are capable to deploy in time and as soon
as possible. It adopts methods and means, such as military dissuasion, persuasiveness
and a legitimate use of force. The use of force, the coercive methods, the police instru-
ments and weapons are utilized with precaution. Breaking the criminal groups is perfor-
med in accordance with the laws, and public unrests, protests, illegal demonstrations,
mass armed violence; acts of violence and terrorism are suppressed efficiently, appro-
priately and legally. Over the past years, the police neutralized the unrests in Lhasa
“3.14”, captured the terrorists from East Turkestan, (Council on Foreign Relations,
2015) and conducted disaster rescues, dealt with large scale mass riots and responded to
various emergencies.

Within the framework of China’s security system, of course there is an appro-
priate place which belongs to the Ministry of State Security of the People’s Republic of
China, which is the central security- intelligence body of the security- intelligence sys-
tem in charge of counter- intelligence, foreign intelligence services and political secu-
rity. It was established in 1983 by the proposal of then Secretary General of the Politbu-
ro of the Central Committee of China’s Communist Party Liu Fu Chi, with a goal to
unify the security- intelligence functions of the previous Central investigation depart-
ment and the counter- intelligence segment of the Ministry of Public Security. The Min-
istry of Public Security is accountable for its work directly to the State Council, and
indirectly to the National People’s Congress. This means that state’s security of the Peo-
ple’s Republic of China is elevated to the highest level and the country does not resign
anything to fortuity, when it comes to its security. With a retrospect point of view, the
establishment of the Ministry of Public Security in 1983 was preceded by the existence
of the Central Investigation Department in the period from 1949-1983, and previously,
before 1949, there was a Central department for social affairs of the Communist Party
of China, which played a substantial role in the Chinese socialist revolution and the cre-
ation of the socialist Chinese country. (KoToBueBcku, 2002)

The Ministry of Public Security has the right to arrest and detain persons for
crime, just as the regular police. The network of state security bureaus works in parallel
and separately from the network of the bureaus for public security, which on a national
level are administered by the Ministry of Public Security of the PR of China, which is in
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charge for routine (non- state security) maintenance of order and similar administrative
affairs. These two systems are administratively divided, although on a local level they
cooperate on a large scale and often share resources.

Conclusion

The People’s Republic of China makes a strong mark on the first decade of the
214 century, and its influence and rise on an economic and political plan and its influen-
ce in international relations, as well as the inclusion in the supranational bodies is (yet
to be) felt. The established super powers take a reserved attitude to a certain degree, lose
their commodity, and mistrust can be read between the lines also from the official rheto-
ric. (Mearsheimer, 2014) The continuous expansion and domination impose certain issu-
es such: “which are the ultimate limits and possibilities of China?” ,,How will China de-
velop further?, ,Is a pacific collaboration possible?“ etc. (Science Direct, 2012)

Following the world order, new tectonic changes occur with the geopolitical
movements that gravitate around China, and after almost three centuries, world’s most
powerful economy is not Western, it is not liberal- democratic and does not speak Eng-
lish language. The powerful economy consequently pulls the political power with itself.
(Bergsten, Lardy and Mitchell, 2009)

Yet, power itself is destructive if it is not controlled and framed within a limit.
The same goes for the political power, regardless to which country it belongs. The chal-
lenge for the powerful countries is to maintain its power longer, once it was gained. The
efficient and real political control on one hand emanates from stabile and legitimate in-
stitutions which practice concrete oversight methods and supervision over the work of
the executive bodies; while on the other hand, the security apparatus as a specific me-
chanism, in which the confidentiality and the transparency, as contradictory principles,
should function in parallel and in cohesion is a subject of a comprehensive and detailed
analysis by the civilian political establishment. With that, the control during the man-
agement of the enormous Chinese military and security machinery can be done exclusi-
vely through independent bodies, which will be liberated from the political influence
and domination. It is a great challenge, especially for a mega-country, which is ruled so-
lely by one political centre of power.
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
