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ABSTRACT

The child beggars, using qualitative
methods of research. By using the meth-
od of interview, this paper does not rep-
resent the total scope of child beggars in
Kosovo, but provides information based
on 20 different cases regarding this is-
sues. The aim of this paper is to under-
stand and to analyze the overall percep-
tion of the public opinion, concerning
the relationship between child labor and
education. It will try to identify and re-
flect on the types of common activities
among children who work, their work-
ing conditions and the links between
child labor and education. The paper
will note that some of these children are
forced onto the streets by their parents.
Also, we will not exclude the possibil-
ities that lie behind these children’s tu-
tors, who are trying to use children, in-

INTRODUCTION

The number of child beggars is
growing daily. Studying the phenome-
non of begging is a higher risk step for
researchers, taking into the considera-
tion the stigmatization of this subject
in society and above all the Safety of
children. Child beggars are exposed to
various forms of violations from their
dignity, their child rights, including:
neglect, physical and emotional abuse,
lack of access to education and registra-
tion. Child beggars are also facing oth-
er risks, such as their health and living
condition in the environment in which
they operate. Their ages mostly range
from 8 to 13 years of age, and many of
them are exploited and trafficked. The
period from 2000 to 2010 was charac-
terized with substantial number of child
beggars from Albania, begging through
Kosovo, especially through the streets of

urban areas (Shelley, 2010, p. 182). It is
very challenging for the state institutions
to manage this phenomenon, because
of their lack of competences in human
and financial resources (Social worker,
2015). There were some attempts by the
Ministry of Labor and Social Welfare
together with the Police Institution, to
remove children from begging on the
streets, by returning them to their home-
land, but there were no programs of their
treatment and rehabilitation, with the fo-
cus of their re-socialization into the so-
ciety (Social worker, 2015). The study
has proved that there are some cases of
child beggars who have been used on
the road and after a few years they be-
came model of recruiting other children.
This phenomenon was treated by other
studies, but the conditions of begging
depend on the internal factors of the
countries. The main reasons of forcing
them are the social and economic diffi-
culties which their families are facing.
In this situation, the families and in spe-
cial conditions and the children are of-
ten subject in conflict with the law for
committing minor crimes. The society
with their institutions, should take ac-
tive role in preventing this phenomenon

through different welfare and rehabil-

itation programs and preventing chil-
dren from any moment to become the
victim of involvement in various crimes
and victim of trafficking, pedophilia and
other negative purposes (Schmitz, 2004,
p. 168). The institutions of family and
school should play the key role in the
process of their socialization, since the
lack of investment in these institutions
will negatively affect the personality of
children, their health and cultural devel-
opment, so it is possibility that in the
future they will demonstrate aggressive
behavior as a result of their past difficul-
ties, and social marginalization that they

have experienced.
METHODOLOGY

For the study of this phenomenon we

used a combined methodology of re-

- search. This study is a quality research.

It has made an analysis of the legal
framework, government and interna-
tional strategies, reports from local and
international organizations, official data
from different institutions and scientif-
ic literature from this field. Since the
subject of the study is sensitive, for the
purpose of this study we used the meth-

10 respondents from non-governmen-
tal organizations that advocate for the
rights of children, police officers, and
children who beg in the streets. Finally,
the results were openly discussed with
the experts from the centers for social
work. The interviews were unstruc-
tured and fully open, in order to easily
obtain the emotional expression from
children. The children that participa-
tion in the survey will not be placed in
danger in any way, and to avoid the risk
of their identification, we used a protec-
tive measure of changing their specific
details, such as the initials and their lo-
cations. All interviews were conducted
individually in the different urban loca-.
tions in Pristina where child beggars are
mostly active. The interviews with the
child beggars were not detailed and the
researcher was focused on their emo-
tional expression, on the other hand in-
terviews with experts were completely
detailed, making efforts to identify the
causes of this phenomenon. Research-
er explained that all the information
provided for the purposes of this study
will remain anonymous and ensure that
necessary measures have been taken to
prevent any harm caused to the children

THE LEGAL FRAMEWORK

While children have been part of the
migrations for many years, international
and national legal systems have not paid
any attention to their sensitivities situa-
tion. Only in 2010, the first international
conference was held, to discuss the phe-
nomenon of child beggars (Hindman,
2012, p. 47). The key role of dealing
with this phenomenon in the society
has been done by non-governmental or-
ganizations and they drew attention to
this issue through lobbying and raising
awareness in the international and na-
tional level. There have been some at-
tempts to define this phenomenon as a
group of children who are on the move
for several reasons, including those vol-
untarily or non-voluntarily. The term
‘child beggars’ remains an umbrella
term that is not reflected in the nation-
al legislation or international standards

that would consider provisions and

measures for specific categories of chil-
dren who are subject of this definition to
be considered whether national systems
provide sufficient protection for these
children.

The Constitutional of the Republic of
Kosovo provides the direct implemen-
tation of international conventions on
human rights, including the convention
for children rights (Kosovo Parlament,
2008). In addition, in the cases where
there is a discrepancy between the na-
tional legal norms and the international
ones, the international legal norms shall
prevail. The international legal norms
shall also prevail in the cases where
there is a discrepancy between the inter-
national and national legal norms. The
Convention of Children Rights speci-
fies an important principle that should
be considered when dealing with this
phenomenon (Detrick, 2000, p. 75). The
Constitution is based on these principles
and provides measures for dealing with
this phenomenon. Kosovo is currently
not a part of the international conven-
tion, which means that it is not part
of the ongoing process. of reporting or
monitoring the implementation of the
Convention of Children Rights. Howev-

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the national legal system, including the
institution of the Ombudsman and the
local court, stating that the provisions of
the Convention of Children Rights have
been violated. One of the key principles
articulated in the Convention of Chil-
dren Rights is that state institutions shall
respect and ensure the protection of the
child within their jurisdiction without
discrimination (Detrick, 2000, p. 75).
Chapter II of the Constitution of the Re-
public of Kosovo specifically provides
and recognizes the rights of children,
as a constitutional right (Kosovo Parla-
ment, 2008).

PROFILE OF CHILD BEGGARS

Children who are subject of this phe-
nomenon have a common characteristic
that they all come from families that
are extremely poor, with lack of access
to health and educational institutions.
Those families are struggling to sur-
vive every day. Because of the situation
in which they found themselves, they
should abandon their childhood and find
ways to earn money for themselves and
contribute to the family budget with the
aim of survival. They do it through many

ways, including begging on the streets,

cleaning windows of cars at intersec-
tions, collecting scrap metal which they
later sell, search in garbage containers to
find items that they can sell or use.

N/A is a RAE girl, a 10-year-old
who lives in the city, with her parents
and seven brothers and sisters, since the
beginning of the interview, she was re-
served and shy, her clothes were dirty
and she seemed afraid to answer the
questions. When asked why she was
begging, she answered that “the poor
parents force her to do so”, and she add-
ed that “sometimes they sent her to the
city, because she could earn more mon-
ey by asking for charity” (M.B, 2015).

She also added “I beg to earn money.

‘to buy clothes and food” (M.B, 2015).

From her behavior, it is obvious that she
does not like this way of life. She con-
tinued to say “parents force me to beg,
and sometimes replace me with my little
brother and if we disobey then they beat
us” (M.B, 2015). In the case of N/A, the
economic situation is not only problem-
atic, but also her family behavior, that
indicates her physical and emotional
abuse. This case discloses that force is
an element used for forcing children in

their begging activities.

The daily routine of the child beg-
gars who participated in this research, is
characterized by material shortages and
unsafety conditions. Many of them start
the day without knowing if they will find
money for food. Fatigue and exhaustion
are part of their daily routine. N/Ais a
11 years old girl from Durres (Albanian
city). She has two sisters and a young
brother. During the research, they were
begging in the streets of Pristina. To-
gether with their family they have stayed
in Kosovo for the past two years. Once
they have been deported to Albania, but
they still returned to Kosovo. She said
“there is nothing in Albania, it is diffi-
cult to earn anything and we were forced
to come here, because here we find more
opportunities” (A.B, 2015). While they
remain in Kosovo, she explained that
her family lives in a city with other fam-
ilies who are involved within the same
activities of begging. The living condi-
tions are very bad and unsafe. Due to
the poor living conditions and lack of
financial assistance, we all must beg to
earn something. They are also facing
health problems and to receive health-

care they must be in a good financial

condition. The impression was that the
family’s financial circumstances were
very difficult, parents allow children to
beg, which shows that they are negli-
gent. N/A a 13 year old boy from the
RAE community in Pristina, describes
the causes of begging in his case. He
says “we beg, because our dad had a
heart surgery and he also has asthma
and our mother always complains of her
bad health condition” (A.K, 2015). In
terms of institutional support, N/A says
that his family receives social assistance
from the state but “we have insufficient
money for everyone, so we are forced to
beg in the street”. It is important to note
that these cases show deteriorated situ-
ations where parents have health prob-
lems and may not be able to offer care
support for their children.

N/A is a girl from the RAE com-
munity born in Kosovo Polje, and her
activity as a beggar was developed in
Pristina near the great post office. At
first glance, it was a beautiful girl, soft
and she just smiled. She had been beg-
ging in the streets of Pristina for five
years. From the questions asked by the
researcher, we understood that this girl
was not forced by her family to carry

out this activity, but the desire to earn

money, received during the day encour-
aged her to continue with this activity. It
is a bad example that she doesn’t have a
desire to attend lessons at school (S.B,
2015). Based on these interviews, the
tough economic circumstances, habits
and poverty force a substantial percent-
age of children to beg in all municipal-
ities. Since these children perform this
begging activity, another danger in the
feature is faced. In every activity, the
risks to which a child can be exposed
may vary, particularly when they carry
out such activities, their physical health,
mental and emotional health is at risk
due to several factors. Despite begging
in the street, it is often a “family pro-
ject”, described above, uncertainty and
fear are two important emotions experi-

enced by children who beg in the streets

(Goyal, 2005, p. 41). However, clear '

data emerged during interviews with
clear signals which were evident in the
survey conducted in the street. These
data and observations indicate that some
issues were raised, relating to the forc-
ing of children to beg in the streets and
seizing their earnings, whether by their
parents, relatives or guardians of these
children, even though children do not
talk about these kinds of relationships.

Often parents and others are impatient
with the children, while they wonder
on the streets begging, whether young
children in their care are concerned, or
older children working in the streets
while parents pressurize them through
begging. Shame, fear and uncertain-
ty are emotions often experienced by
these children. Some of these show how
ashamed and persecuted they feel be-
cause of their lifestyle, they show that
by frequent covering of their faces when
they beg, feeling embarrassed because
of their activities in the streets and fear
of harassment (Nelien Haspels, 2000,
p. 64). Risk and uncertainty regarding
other children who beg is a conflict be-.
tween them, and the reason for these
conflicts is the competition in terms of
their earnings from the begging, since
they try to seize the profits. Another type
of risk and uncertainty for children who
beg are the crossroads when they beg or
clean car windshields, where there are

accidents or they may be hit by a car.

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THE HEALTH OF CHILDREN

BEGGARS

Health problems are an important top-
ic that emerges from the story of the chil-
dren and non-governmental representa-
tives. Health problems are an important
driving factor for children to commit
begging in the streets. In fact, most of
child beggars interviewed say that their
parents suffer from various diseases that
make it impossible to work. It should be
noted that health problems were an actu-
ality for many child beggars. An impor-
tant observation is that the inability of
children is often exploited by their par-
ents to beg. In various parts of the city of
Pristina, children are left in the street in
the main pedestrian area in a wheelchair
for people to donate money as they ask.
Children accompanied by parents stay
near these children to supervise the do-
nation. The situation of child beggars as
material shortages, diseases and on the
other hand begging in the streets at an
early age seems to influence cognitive
development in an aspect that requires
immediate action (Civil Society, 2015).
Based on observations and interviews
with children, it seems that some aspects
of cognitive development are highly de-

veloped, such as, mobility in the city,
moving from village to city, they know
the plan to work in begging manipula-
tion to achieve or increase profits by
begging. Many of these children are at
risk of various infectious diseases and
bad weather, such as heat and cold and
need to undertake measures to prevent
these and vaccination by the responsible

authorities.
THE WELFARE OF CHILDREN

Child begging in Kosovo has neg-
ative impact on the welfare of society
as a whole, and may even threaten the
general safety. “Kosovo is a resource,
transit and destination place for chil-
dren that are trafficked into prostitution
and forced on begging, while little girls
and other children from RAE commu-
nity are potential for trafficking, be-
cause of their poverty and lack of civil
birth registration” said an expert from
the non-governmental (Civil Society,
2015). In Kosovo, there are various me-
dia campaigns to encourage the public
opinion to be sensible by not giving
money to child beggars in the street with
the purpose of reducing this phenom-
enon. We are talking about those who

benefit by exploiting children for their
own personal enrichment. Apart from
this category of beggars, there are also
other beggars in the streets, very poor
people from Kosovo and the neighbor-
ing countries. Begging is an especially
disturbing fact since most beggars be-
long to the age group of children. “We
may be unsafe through the streets, es-
pecially in those Jocations that are very
dangerous, but also are prohibited just
for children”.

The phenomenon of child beggars is
becoming more disturbing in Kosovo
every day. According to the “Founda-
tion Terre des hommes” in Kosovo, it
is estimated that 120 children working
in the streets and used for illegal activ-
ity, mainly for begging (Civil Society,
2015). The number of child beggars is

one of the most serious violations of

children’s rights, one concern is also
that adults take babies with them. The
Director of the Coalition of non-gov-
ernmental organizations for protection
of children, said in an interview, that
children who beg are being jeopardized
in their daily life (Civil Society, 2015).
According to the data of the police in-
stitution for the Pristina region, the

ed, but at the national level, the police
has banished 93 people involved in
begging. In overall, 45% were women
and 35% children. The ethnic structure
confirms the opinion that begging is
mainly linked to an ethnic and cultural
group with a focus on the RAE com-
munity. 70% of child beggars belong to
this ethnic group. The Director of the
Center for Social Work in Pristina says
that they take every two months action
with the Kosovo Police for controlling
and removing beggars from the streets,
by giving them food and clarifications
regarding the consequences of their ac-
tions (Social worker, 2015). However,
there aren’t any institutions where the
poor can be placed thereafter. Especial-
ly child beggars could not be sent to the
prison. Above all, the institutions react
only when a beggar commits a crime
that qualifies him for criminal investi-

gation procedure.

CONCLUSION

In conclusion, as might be expected,
children who beg encounter a range of

difficulties and risks, and without an ef-

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fective system of protection of children,
they are in fact left in their own care and
forced to behave as adults, losing their
child development. The general percep-
tion may be that most of these children
in Kosovo are forced into this activity, if
they are trafficked or their parents force
fhem to beg. The reality in Kosovo is
that children who beg are fully visible
as stressed, but the system does not pro-
vide them with protection. According to
non-governmental organizations, some
institutions may even believe that we
need to raise awareness and educate
the general population so that they do
not give money to beggars, rather than |
investigate cases proactively and pro-
vide services to these children. How-
ever, children who participated in this
research have been very clear, in most
cases, that their impoverished environ-
ment pushes them into the street to beg,
and in many cases, they feel responsible
that they should contribute to the fami-
ly economy with this unlawful activity
by supporting their parents, since the
situation in which they live makes them

unable to satisfy their basic needs. At
