The opportunities to issue special number of the Journal are
rare. The Journal in dignity enriches Macedonian scientific thought with issues in
the field of the social sciences.

Also rare jubilee is 30 years of working of a particular scientific
institution. The Institute of Social Work and Social Policy "Mother Teresa" at the
Faculty of Philosophy in Skopje on the occasion of its thirty anniversary
organized an international scientific conference, where a larger number of papers
were presented.
