INTRODUCTION

The eleventh issue of the Journal
of Social Policy is analyzing the
theme of youth unemployment. The
unemployment as an economic and
social problem may affect all age
groups, but it is the young people that,
in recent years, are more frequently
exposed to this risk. For that purpo-
se, the papers in this Issue are ana-
lyzing different aspects of conditions,
reasons and specifics of youth un-
employment in Macedonia, but also
in the region (Bosnia and Herzegov-
ina and Albania).

The introductory paper (Mojsov-
ska and Janevska) gives overview of
main indicators of youth unemploy-
ment in Macedonia, with special em-
phasis on unemployment implica-
tions on education, poverty, migra-
tion and the process of ,brain drain®.
The authors conclude that the low
utilization of young labor force poten-
tial, which results from the number of
factors, such as: gap between quali-
fications and job offers, long term un-
employment etc., has a negative
impact on human capital and re-
duces its value.

The second paper in this issue
(Hromadzic) is based on 18 months
of ethnographic field work in Bosnia
and Herzegovina, and portraits the
conditions of young unemployed pe-
ople in rural Bosnia. The author,
through the use of direct stories, of-
fers an insight into the socio-eco-
nomic life of young people in small
rural areas, which depicts the condi-
tion which the author defines as ,so-
cial life of waiting“. The author con-
cludes the in circumstances of un-
employment and social life of wait-
ing, many young people emerge as
unmotivated and displaced citizens,
subjects to shadow economies, mi-
gration or corruption. The author iden-
tifies that the reason for this is not
young people’s apathy and lethargy,
but rather their way of manoeuvring
through political and economic hiber-
nation of their society.

The third paper (Rustemi and Me-
meti) offers both a theoretical and
empirical analysis of young people
perceptions, living in municipalities of
Jegunovce and Cair, in relation to
perspectives for and supply of jobs in
one rural and one urban environ-
ment. The results analyzed in this pa-
per show that the young people from
both communities are not satisfied
with the efforts and activities of their
local municipalities related to tackling
the issue of unemployment. In that
respect, one third of the young peo-

ple in both municipalities think that
the political clientelism is the main
source for access to the labor mar-
ket. The authors conclude that the
local economic development is the
key for solving the unemployment in
both local municipalities. Hence, they
emphasize the need for formation of
institutional mechanisms for youth in-
clusion, such as: Programme for so-
cial internship or trilateral partner-
ships between youth, local municipa-
lity and the private sector.

The last paper in this issue (Djem-
bo) analyzes the employment meas-
ures targeted toward young (female)
population, through the example of
the employment services in Tirana.
The author through a secondary sta-
tistical sources and qualitative analy-
sis implies that the employment mea-
sures are not gender sensitive, are
administered through restricted ad-
ministrative capacities on regional
level, are not evidence based, and
lack adequate programs for train-
ing/qualifications. All this, according
to the author, makes that national
employment services not an impor-
tant strategic institution for job search
among the young people.

Dear readers, we hope that the
offered papers in this issue on youth
unemployment in Macedonia and the
wider region, will present a provoca-
tion for further and more in-depth re-
