Introduction

With this tenth issue of the Jour-
nal of Social Policy, we mark a mo-
dest jubilee, and we believe our
Journal contributes significantly to
the development of critical social
policy debates. Starting from its pre-
vious issue the Journal began pub-
lishing its works bilingually (in Mace-
donian and English language), thus
raising the regional and international
interest. Hence, in this tenth issue,
the main topic - social transfers is
presented by five authors from differ-
ent countries, whose papers offer
comparative regional and internati-
onal overview of the specifics and
challenges in the field of social
transfers.

The introductory text (Zahariev)
elaborates on social transfers from
perspective of their response in
conditions of global economic cri-
sis. The author reflects specifically
on the impact on crisis and social
transfers on vulnerable categories
in Bulgaria, such as the Roma and
Turkish population. Perceived in the
long run, the author points out that

the current system of social trans-
fers in Bulgaria fails to offer instru-
ments for adequately challenging
poverty and social exclusion. The
paper which analyses social trans-
fers from the perspective of their
impact on development inequalities
(Peykovski), in addition to providing
a thorough theoretical overview of
definitions, types and roles of social
transfers, also reflects on their speci-
fics in the Republic of Macedonia.
The author concludes that social
transfers as a whole have positive
impact on economic growth and
boosting social cohesion in the so-
ciety. The following text (Bejakovic)
speaks of the role of social transfers
on poverty reduction, through the
Croatian example. The author pro-
vides, in a theoretical framework,
precise divisions of types and spe-
cifics of separate types of social
transfers. Subsequently, based on
number of quantitative indicators,
the author depicts the efficiency of
social transfers in Croatia compa-
red with the other EU-member sta-
tes. In conclusion the author high-
lights the indispensability of ade-
quate targeting of social transfers,
their monitoring but also strength-
ening of the role of local authorities
in social protection of the most vul-
nerable citizens. The text which re-

Stokic), analyses the impact of two
significant social transfers: family fi-
nancial support and child benefits.
The author points out that despite
the consensus in Serbia that social
transfers are inadequate, the under-
taken legislative changes have not
substantially contributed to changes
in the social protection field, nor for
a higher positioning of social issues
on the political agenda. The final text
(Tokstokorova), unlike all others,
reflects on the social dividends of
migrants, which unlike the social
transfers which can be used by all
family members of migrants, repre-
sent social capital in form of non-
monetary benefits acquired during
work outside the country of origin.
Based on content analysis and field
research which included semi-struc-
tured interviews and focus groups,
the author presents experiences of
Ukrainian migrants, indicating that
the mentioned gained non-material
transnational capital serves to trans-
fer mechanisms of the socio-cultu-
ral change not only in transnatio- nal
families but also wider, in the Ukra-
inian society.

The Journal includes a short
summary of the more significant
events in the social field which hap-
pened since the previous issue was
printed, which, to our opinion, will
be interesting for our readers.
